My name is Rachelle Gagnon and | am the volunteer coordinator at FAMSAC.
I'm reaching out to all of you today as FAMSAC is looking for a telephone
volunteer.

A telephone volunteer assists with making appointments for our clients to
pick up/deliver their food orders. This opportunity involves working the



phones (from home) for 1 week (4 days) out of every 5/6 weeks. The
volunteer must be comfortable talking with people on the phones as well as
comfortable working on a computer (data entry). Training will be provided by
members of FAMSAC.

In order to volunteer with FAMSAC, a prospective volunteer will need to
complete an application form, have a “Criminal Record and Judicial Matters
Check” completed, and provide proof of vaccination for COVID-19. The
criminal records check can be completed online (Ottawa Police Services) and
costs approximately $20.00 for volunteers (FAMSAC would provide a letter
that will allow the applicant access to the reduced cost).
