Job 1: Programme and Recreation Coordinator

The main responsibilities of this job will be to plan, develop and implement a
recreation programme for camp attendees of all ages. There will also be
repair and maintenance tasks associated with the recreation equipment and
infrastructure.

The main responsibilities of this job will be to help with construction, repair,
and maintenance of the site. The person filling this role will work with our
skilled maintenance staff.

There can be some flexibility in timing of days worked before mid-July,
however when there are camps or rentals on site, grant employees will be
expected to be on-site. We aim to have people on site for some time in
